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2009 Race for the Cure Wrap-up f?

Saturday morning May 16th 2009 marked the 17th annual Race For The Cure, an event that
combines a 5k race, a 5k walk, and a one mile family walk through downtown Columbus for the
purpose of raising money to fund research to combat breast cancer. The event started seven-
teen years ago with about 3,000 people, and has grown with this years total of approximately
47,000 people setting a new record for dedicated participants.

The members of the Central Ohio Amateur Radio Emergency Service provided support for this
event by providing laision communications between the units of Columbus Police, Columbus Fire
Medical Units, Ohio State Highway Patrol units, and key personnel of the KomenColumbus coor-
dination staff members.

The day started with brisk winds, low clouds, and light sprinkles of rain, but as starting time ap-
proached it just magically disappeared and was replaced by sunshine and warm temperatures,
wonderful conditions for the event.

At 8:00, net control checked the 22 communicators placed around the course, and found all in
place, ready to go. After a short speech of appreciation for the wonderful people that were par-
ticipating in this years event, Columbus mayor Michael Coleman rang a "school teachers" hand
bell at 8:30 to start 1,229 runners in the 5K race.

At 8:45, after a very short speech, Ohio governor Ted Strickland "rang the bell" to start over
45,000 5k walkers around the course, and immediantly following the end of the 5k walkers came
the people participating in a one mile family walk, using a slightly different course that converged
at Nationwide and High with the main group of the 5k walkers.

A part of this years walk was a special rememberance of WBNS Ch. 10 newsperson Heather
Pick, who had fought breast cancer for 10 years, always with a special determination to make
people aware of the disease, sometimes with serious discussions of how it changed her life,
sometimes with humor, but always with a determination to win her fight with the cancer. Unfortu-
nately she passed away this year, and her passing touched a great many people.

To honor the tremendous courage Heather displayed in her determined struggle with the dis-
ease, and her desire to inform people about breast cancer, WBNS started a special "Heather’s
Team" for people that wanted to show their appreciation for the contribution Heather had made
and offered bright pink wigs for people that signed pledges to become part of "Heather's Team".
It made a wonderful sight to see even big burly men wearing pink wigs to show their support for
the contribution she had made to make people aware of this disease.
Standing at the bridge between the Columbus Convention Center and the Nationwide Building,
you could look to the north as far as you cold see, and to the south to Broad Street, and you saw
a solid group of people that took over an hour to pass this point, the pink wigs making a colorful
yet serious show of support for Heather’s work.

Both Jill Keasel, Special Events Manager of the KomenColumbus Organization, and myself want
to thank all the amateur radio people that stepped forward to help make this years event safe for
the participants on this event.

The initial phase of the office will seek to borrow radios to help the room become op-
erational and assist in installing cable and antenna. We hope to be able to equip the room with
new radios, possibly donated, to cover the 2 meter and 70 centimeter needs. The third phase
will incorporate HF and the ability to work some of the frequencies that can handle much fur-
ther distances than what can be reached by repeaters.

In the meantime, we are investigating corporate discounts on furniture that will support the
equipment and create a clean operating environment.

You can be a part of the solution, either on your own or in conjunction with your employer’s cor-
porate matching program. It would be nice to have a gift of new equipment that can be shared
by the group. It would be great to be able to combine donations to help make the project a re-
ality. It would be outstanding if we can convince everyone to contribute towards accomplishing
our goals.

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48™ ANNUAL TOSRV BICYCLE TOUR
MAY 9 — 10, 2009

The annual TOSRV Bicycle Tour, from Columbus to Ports-
mouth, took place once again on Mother's Day weekend, May
9 — 10, 2009. There is always a challenge in providing ade-
guate coverage for the event on that weekend, but as usual, the
TOSRV Amateur Radio operators rose admirably to the task at
hand!

This year's tour was the 48" annual event, under the very capa-
ble direction of Charlie Pace and Rick Hoechstetter, who were
both very complimentary on our excellent coverage of the event.
They will both readily admit the tour could not be conducted as
safely as it is without our help. As Rick commented at the
COARES in-person meeting, TOSRYV is typically defined as
having the “world’s longest continuous aid station”. He and
Charlie are always proud of how quickly we respond to prob-
lems along the course, and also how rapidly we are able to re-
solve them. When you take into consideration the length of the
event (105 miles each way), it is nothing short of miraculous
that we can accomplish things like reuniting a rider with their
lost wallet by the time the rider reaches their next food stop!

If it seemed like the roads were a bit less crowded this year, it was probably due to the reduced
number of participants. The number of registered riders for this year’'s event was a little over the
2,600 mark, which is considerably less than in previous years. Hopefully those numbers may in-
crease in the next 2 years, as we get closer to the 50" annual TOSRYV, in 2011.

Although we had a bit of a shaky start to the weekend weather on Saturday morning, the skies
cleared and the remainder of the weekend provided good weather. Or course, we still have not
figured out how to realign the winds each day, so they are always giving the riders a constant tail-
wind. | guess we need to start working more closely with the weather gods for next year!

As many of you are aware after working this event over the years, none of it is accomplished
without the cooperation of many people and organizations. In addition to the COARES group of
volunteers, we also had assistance from amateur radio operators from Portsmouth, Ross County,
Pickaway County, Licking County, Pike County, Meigs County, and also from Cincinnati. | want
to thank everyone who gave up some of their free time for the weekend, and came out to provide
coverage for the riders. Overall, we had a total of 96 amateur radio operators assigned to vari-
ous activities throughout the weekend! | believe that is a new volunteer staffing record in recent
years for the bike tour! To that | can only add the following:

We also had a new group of volunteers participating with us this year, who provided the on-
course medical coverage. This year marked the debut of the newly formed TOSRV First Re-
sponse Teams, under the direction of Kenny Robinson, KC8VWP. Kenny and his volunteers
were able to provide us with 8 medical units on Saturday and 10 units on Sunday. The TOSRV
First Response Teams documented a total of 42 riders treated throughout the weekend, including
5 who were transported to local hospitals due to more extensive injuries. Thankfully, none of the
riders transported to the hospitals were held overnight, so no one was “left behind” at the end of
the evening on Sunday. In addition to the many riders who expressed their thanks, | would also
like to acknowledge their exemplary service to the event, and look forward to their continued par-

We also made the decision to install APRS units in the mobile medical units, in order to track their
progress at Net Control. Although there were a few equipment malfunctions, we were able to suc-
cessfully track several of the teams along the route. This capability would not be possible without
the assistance of hams from Athens, Chillicothe, and Portsmouth, who have continued to refine
and improve the TOSRV-corridor APRS backbone. We look forward to utilizing the system even
more in the future.

A special thanks also goes out to KDBEAD for the use of his link to the Chillicothe (W8BAP) re-
peater. We had solid access to the Chillicothe repeater, although we did encounter some prob-
lems with additional repeaters which were picked up on the link frequency. We will work to resolve
that issue for next year. We also had use of the Portsmouth (KC8BBU) repeater, through the use
of an Echolink connection. This will be an invaluable addition in our “arsenal” of TOSRV communi-
cations networking in the future. Ideally, we are looking to enhance both the Chillicothe and Ports-
mouth connections through the use of Echolink in the future. This will hopefully assist with elimi-
nating any interference problems with other repeaters.

I would like to express a special thanks to KASRLC, and AA8DN, for providing assistance with or-
ganizing the event details this year, including the connections to the W8BAP and KC8BBU repeat-
ers. There are also a few people who deserve thanks for assisting with the Net Control operations
this year: AA8DN, KA8BRLC, N8UTI, KD8GUL, KD8IIB, W1RRD, KC8RXL, and KA8ZNY. Con-
ducting Net Control operations for an event of this size takes very dedicated individuals.

For those of you who are familiar with Field Day, we have sponsored a site from 2003 through
2008 in conjunction with LARC. We had a lot of fun and showed a lot of people (including us)
how to utilize HF with only generator power to talk to hams across the country. LARC voted
not to participate this year but offered their equipment to us. The Franklin County Emergency
Management and Homeland Security Office offered their facility to us to run as a class “F” par-
ticipant. We spoke with the COARES Board and decided that we could do a better job in the
future by visiting other group’s sites this year and learn from their examples.

Instead, we are looking to utilize the “Field Day Station Locator” on the ARRL website, http://
wwwe.arrl.org/contests/announcements/fd/locator.php, to find other locations within driving dis-
tance and see how they organize their sites. Depending on what we learn we may want to ap-
proach the FCEM&HS to see if we can host the event in an EOC environment. Other choices
may be to assemble the needed towers and antenna to locate at the new Planet Westerville,
the Westerville Recreation Center, or another outdoor site. Whatever is chosen, we want to
make sure that we coordinate the facilities, radio equipment, promotion and access to make
the event an effective demonstration of our skills.

For those who are not familiar with FIELD DAY the following might help:
Question: What is the most popular amateur radio event in the US and Canada?
Answer: The ARRL Field Day

During the fourth full weekend in June , the eyes of the amateur radio community turn towards
the annual Field Day operating event. From the beginning, back in the 1930s as an event to test
the field preparedness and emergency communications abilities of the amateur radio community,
Field Day has evolved into the largest on-the-air operation during the year. In 2008, FD logs were
submitted by 2,409 clubs, groups and individuals across the US and Canada to the ARRL Con-
test Branch. These logs showed participation by 35,798 individuals and over 1.23 million QSOs
were reported during the brief 24-hours of the event.

The weekend is a fun opportunity to make contacts across the country. While it is listed as a
“contest” it is really more than that. The use of HF frequencies allows us to transmit further with-
out the assistance of a repeater. There may come a time when we need to get messages across
the country or outside of Central Ohio to assist in an emergency or disaster situation. This experi-
ence helps you learn how to make those contacts when you decide to participate in just that type
of situation (and learn some of the privileges of license classes!)
